| am retaking my GCE/IGCSE 'O’ Level English in
November, can I still be enrolled while waiting for
my results?

No. All applicants must already possess the minimum
qualifications required in order to be enrolled to PB.

Do | need to have a credit C6 in GCE 'O’ Level
Bahasa Melayu to be considered?

No. You may still be accepted and enrolled without this.

However, without a credit in GCE 'O’ Level, applicants will
not be eligible for the Brunei Government Scholarship and
will automatically be enrolled as feepaying student at PB.

| am retaking my GCE 'O’ Level Bahasa Melayu in
June / November, can | still be enrolled while
waiting for my results?

Yes, you will be enrolled as a fee-paying student until

you have obtained at least a credit C6 in GCE 'O' Level
Bahasa Melayu.

Can | use my non-English medium GCE/IGCSE 'O
Level subjects to meet the entry requirements?

No. Each programme offered requires applicants to have a
minimum credit C6 in various combination of subjects
excluding non-English medium subjects.

| do not have a credit C6 in IGCSE 'O’ Level
Mathematics can | still be considered?

No. A credit C6 in GCE/IGCSE ‘O’ Level Mathematics is one
of the minimum entry requirements to apply to any
programmes offered by PB.

| have just completed GCE ‘A’ Level. Can | apply
to PB using my 'A’ Level results?

Having a GCE ‘A’ Level can be an added advantage to
increase your chances of being accepted to PB provided
that your GCE/IGCSE ‘O’ Level result meet the minimum
entry requirements.

What is the minimum GPA in order to be eligible
for application for PB Diploma Level 5
programmes?

The minimum GPA to be eligible for our Diploma
Programmes are as follows:

GPA 2 20 [Based on a 3 points system] for National
Diploma (ND) (Level 4 in BDNQF). GPA > 2.7 [Based on a 4
points system] for Diploma (Level 4 in BDNQF) in related
field.

| do not have my certificate yet. Can | apply
using my Academic Transcript?

Yes, make sure your Academic Transcript shows your GPA
clearly. Your GPA must be > 27 [Based on 4 points
systems] for HNTec (Level 4 in BDNQF) in related field.

Are there any specific entry requirements for
each of the Diploma programmes?

Yes. Every diploma programme may set varying requirements
depending on the nature of the programme. For instance,
Diploma in Health Sciences programmes require applicants to
pass medical fithess examinations and must be certified fit to
join the programme. Some programmes under the School of
Science and Engineering require applicants to undergo a colour
blind test and also Medical Checkup Test.

You must complete your study with evidence of academic
results and completion being presented at the time of
application. Predicted result will not be considered.

If my academic results are slightly below the
required points, will | still be considered for
admission?

No, all applicants must meet the minimum entry
requirements.

There is no direct-entry into the second year in Politeknik
Brunei.

Can non-Bruneians apply to PB?
